What does my dancer wear to class?

($50 used) and will also be purchased through the studio later 
in the dance year. 

What special events will my dancer participate 
in during the year? 

Beginner dancers are encouraged to participate in the annual St. 

Patrickõs Day Parade (March) and the Queen City Feis (May). 

All dancers participate in our annual show - Brigid's Bonfire 

Ball (March/April). 

When do classes begin? 

Classes will begin the week of September 6, 2011 and run 

through May 2011. Feis (competitive) classes continue in June 

for those dancers choosing to compete. A typical school  

schedule is followed with breaks coinciding with holidays. 

Adult classes will begin on Monday, September 12, 2011.

Youõre interested in signing up your children 

and are wondering... 

How old should my child be to begin Irish 
dancing  lessons ? 

As we all know, every child is different. The   
youngest students accepted for Beginners are age 5 -- 
ability to focus and attention span are important. 
Most children begin dancing around 6-7, but may 
begin up to age 14. 

How long does it take to learn Irish dance? 

Irish dancing is a progression. Beginners start by 
learning the basics of dancing -- posture, foot    
placement, timing, òthreesó and òsevensó. With this 
solid foundation, each year adds intricacies in    
footwork, rhythms and figure dancing. Practice and 
class attendance play important roles in this       
progression. 

As a Beginning student of Irish dance, you can expect your 

child to learn the basics of Irish dance. Children are 

grouped by age in small classes for personal attention. 

Dancing not only continues an integral part of Irish culture, 

but also builds self-esteem, physical coordination and men-

tal skills.
